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BUS AND SCHOOL DISCIPLINE PLAN BELIEF STATEMENT: 

At Cyrus Math, Science & Technology Elementary School we are working together to provide a positive and safe learning environment for all by respecting ourselves, others, our work, and our property and taking responsibility  for our actions.
KEYS TO SUCCESS AT CMST:

· Be Respectful
· Be Safe
These expectations will apply to the classroom, the playground, the lunchroom, the hallways, the bus, study hall, the special areas including music, physical education, and library, at assemblies, and at all school activities at the Cyrus School.  

BASIC SCHOOL BEHAVIOR GUIDELINES
All students have the right to attend school.  With that right comes the Responsibility to Respect others.  The right and the responsibility are interrelated.  Behaviors that are hazardous to student or adult safety will not be tolerated.  Our programs focus on teaching and supporting positive social behaviors in all children.  Positive relationships, appropriate classroom practices, teaching of social strategies, individual interventions, and family education and involvement support students in learning their responsibility to respect themselves and others.

SCHOOL GUIDELINES
· Walk in the building

· Use inside voice

· Keep hands and feet to oneself

· No put downs

· Respect others and your school

PLAYGROUND GUIDELINES (no rough play)

· Swings – No jumping out

· - No twisting chains

· Slides
-No climbing up, climbing over the edge, or jumping from slide to ground



-No stopping in the middle



-No putting sand or snow on slides



-Go down feet first only

· Snow, Ice, Rocks, and Water



-No throwing or kicking



-No sliding



-No playing in water

· Football – Pupils in the elementary grades will not be allowed to play “tackle football” or tough play at any time.  Touch football may be played

· Improper behavior or injuries will be reported to the playground supervisors, not to the office.  Playground supervisors will notify the office of severe problems as necessary.
· Students must have permission from playground supervisors to leave the playground to visit the school nurse or restroom.

· Personal possessions must be clearly marked with student’s name.

· No hard balls, electronics, or candy.

· Treat others as they want to be treated – no name calling.

· All students must remain on the school property once they arrive at school

CLASSROOM GUIDELINES
You will receive a copy of the expected classroom behaviors and consequences from your child’s teacher.
BUS BEHAVIORS AND EXPECTATIONS

BUS TRANSPORTATION:
The care and discipline of the children on the bus is entirely in the hands of the bus driver with the support of school administration and parents. Riding the school bus is a privilege, not a right. Unless the teacher or office is notified of a change prior to the end of the school day, your child will be expected to ride the bus home as usual. Please call Deann Recker, transportation supervisor at 589-3932, or the elementary principal at 795-2216, if you have a problem or concern related to bus transportation. 
Rules at the Bus Stop 
1. Get to your bus stop five minutes before your scheduled pick up time. The school bus driver will not wait for late students. 

2. Respect the property of others while waiting at your bus stop. 

3. Keep your arms, legs and belongings to yourself. 

4. Use appropriate language. 

5. Stay away from the street, road or highway when waiting for the bus. Wait until the bus stops before approaching the bus. 

6. After getting off the bus, move away from the bus. 

7. If you must cross the street, always cross in front of the bus where the driver can see you. Wait for the driver to signal to you before crossing the street. 

8. No fighting, harassment, intimidation or horseplay. 

9. No use of alcohol, tobacco or drugs. 

Rules on the Bus 
1. Immediately follow the directions of the driver. 

2. Sit in your seat facing forward. 

3. Talk quietly and use appropriate language 

4. Keep all parts of your body inside the bus. 

5. Keep your arms, legs and belongings to yourself 

6. No fighting, harassment, intimidation or horseplay. 

7. Do not throw any object. 

8. Eating and drinking only with permission from the driver and no use of tobacco or illegal drugs.

9. Do not bring any weapon or dangerous objects on the school bus. 

10. Do not damage the school bus. 

11. No bugs, animals, etc. on the bus. 

12. Once a student is on the bus, they must have permission from the driver to get off. 

*Students not obeying rules may lose their privilege to ride the bus. 
• Wednesday Religion Classes - - please send a note with your child if you want them to walk to religion classes. Parents, please verify that your child is complying with your expectations. 

• Parents picking up children: Students in grades K-2 who usually ride the bus will need a note from the parents if they are not to ride the bus. Often these children get plans confused by dismissal time. Requiring a written note to change plans will prevent any confusion. 
• Bus permits: Any student needing to ride a bus other than the bus she/he is assigned to or riding the bus assigned to but getting off at another stop, must have a note from his/her parents to give to her/his regular driver. This will help prevent any confusion. 

• Call Deann Recker, bus supervisor at 589-3932 immediately if your child doesn’t arrive home on the bus. Please make alternative arrangements for transportation if you have scheduled an after school party, sleepover, etc. If you only have 1 or 2 additional people, we ask that you contact Deann Recker to verify if there is enough space to safely and legally transport the additional people. 

Consequences 
Consequences for school bus/bus stop misconduct will apply to all regular and late routes. Decisions regarding a student’s ability to ride the bus in connection with co-curricular and extracurricular events (for example, field trips or competitions) will be in the sole discretion of the school district. Parents or guardians will be notified of any suspension of bus privileges. 

Elementary (K-6) 

1st offense - warning/parent contact 

2nd offense - 1-3 day suspension from riding the bus* 

3rd offense - 3-5 day suspension from riding the bus* 

4th offense - 5-10 day suspension from riding the bus* 

Further offenses - individually considered. Students may be suspended for longer period of time, including the remainder of the school year. 

*After each suspension and prior to returning to ride on the bus, a Principal/Driver/Parent Conference must be held. 

NOTE: When a student goes 60 calendar days without a report, the student’s consequences may start over at the first offense. 

Other Discipline 
Based on the severity of a student’s conduct, more serious consequences may be imposed at any time. Depending on the nature of the offense, consequences such as assigned seating on the bus, suspension, or expulsion from school also may result from school bus/bus stop misconduct.

Records
Records of school bus/bus stop misconduct will be forwarded to the individual school building principal and will be retained in the same manner as other student discipline records. Reports of serious misconduct will be provided to the Department of Public Safety. Records also may be maintained in the transportation office.
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
