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Renter’s Question: I have been renting a duplex for about five years, and the owner recently decided to sell the property. 
The home was sold.  I received a certified letter from the seller that I had until the end of this month to vacate. 
The letter arrived two days before the end of last month, which gave me slightly more than 30 days to move. Do I legally have to vacate this property?
Minneapolis attorney Kelly Klein: Unfortunately, because you have no written lease, you are on a month-to-month lease. Under Minnesota law, a landlord has the right to terminate a lease by giving written notice at least one full rental period in advance of the termination date, which the landlord did in your situation. Yes, you need to vacate your apartment by the end of the month.

1. When does the renter have to leave the apartment?

2. Why does the renter have to leave the apartment?

3. Do you think this is fair?
