Driving Laws in Minnesota
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Seatbelts


All children under 11 must use a seatbelt.


All adults in the front seat must use a seatbelt.


Ticket = $25

Car Seats for Children


All children under 4 must sit in a car seat.


Ticket = $50
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Driver’s License


All drivers must have a driver’s license.


Ticket = $180, sometimes jail.

Car Insurance


All drivers must have car insurance.



Ticket = $250-$1,000, sometimes they take your 
driver’s license, sometimes jail
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Car Repairs


The police can stop you if your car is broken 

Example, lights or turn signals
Drinking and Driving


If your driving is bad because of alcohol, you 
will get a ticket

Ticket = $1000, sometimes jail, sometimes they take your driver’s 
license

Teacher’s Notes: 

· the police cannot stop anyone for a seatbelt violation alone.
