Preparing for your presentation

After you have done some research, you are ready to starting preparing for your presentation.  Use these steps to help you get ready to present:  
Your presentation should follow this format:

A.  Announce your subject’s name and any other key biographical information you think is important to give first (nationality, occupation, birth and death dates, etc.)
B.  Give information about your subject’s childhood, especially things that relate to important events later in his/her life.

C.  Explain 5 – 10 key events in this person’s life, giving dates and important information about each one.

D.  Summarize why this person is interesting/important for you and why you chose to talk about him/her.

E.  Ask your audience if they have any questions.
