
Creación Original de una Obra de Arte o un Producto Cultural 

Creation of Original Work of Art or Cultural Product

You may create any of the following (Note: «cascarones» will be used as an example for all choices):

· an original work of art based on Hispanic culture 
· This should be an original drawing/painting created by you based on some aspect of Hispanic culture.  It may be based on one or more Hispanic custom, way of life, food, flora, fauna, etc.).  Research the subject of your art choice before creating your «obra» so that you fully understand the aspect of Hispanic culture you have chosen to depict.  You should learn the history behind it, what it is, and why it is an important part of the culture.
· Your «obra de arte» should be either pen and ink or color (depending on your choice and intent behind the art).

· For full credit your «obra de arte» must be on copy/art drawing paper, poster board or canvas.

· Example:  If you choose to represent making cascarones as a part of Hispanic culture and way of life, first research your subject and then check out this painting by Carmen Lomas Garza showing a family decorating cascarones: http://mati.eas.asu.edu:8421/ChicanArte/html_pages/garza17.lrgest.html
· an original work of art based on the art style of an Hispanic artist
· If you choose to recreate the style of an Hispanic artist’s work either by painting an original subject in that artists style or by reinterpreting a specific piece of art by an Hispanic artist using their style, research the artist, view several examples of their art and then create your own work using their style

· Your «obra de arte» should be either pen and ink or color (depending on your choice of subject and your intent behind the art).

· For full credit your «obra de arte» must be on copy/art drawing paper, poster board or canvas.
· Example:  If you choose to base your art on Carmen Lomas Garza, before creating your «obra», research her and her art style and view several examples of her art such as : Cascarones  1989 (see above); Barbacoa para Cumpleañerios 1993; or  Making Paper Cut-outs, 1998
· a cultural product (examples:  cascaron, piñata, Costa Rican cart, etc.)
· If you choose to create a cultural product you must first research the background/history behind the product to discover where it is used, how it is traditionally made, and how/why it is an important part of the Hispanic culture.
· Your «producto cultural» should be a representation of a traditional item used in the Hispanic culture made by you.  It may be a cultural product we have made in class but may NOT be the same product you were graded on.  It must be a new, improved model.
· Your product should be carefully crafted and should be a faithful representation of the cultural product you are emulating.  NOTE:  If you choose a product that is easy/less time consuming to replicate such as cascarones, you must make several unique products to receive the maximum points available.
Carefully research the artist, cultural situation, or product you want to use for the basis of your creation.  

Complete the following information and turn it in together with your original work of art or product. 
NOTE:   If your work of art or product is three dimensional, larger than 9 x 12 inches, and/or something you definitely want returned to you, you must also attach a photograph of it to this documentation.
