A few more flyer pointers:








Use bulleted lists like this to make your important points pop out.


Insert your own piece of art, illustration, photo or chart. (Putting art near the main headline draws the reader’s eye more quickly to what you want them to notice first.)


Remember, flyers can’t convey a complex message. Keep your text short and easy to read.


This might even be a good spot for your slogan in a�contrasting font like this. Or to emphasize the�expiration, guarantee, special, etc.

“Native American masks are beautiful, mysterious, frightening, silly … the purpose of masks, as with most things associated with the Native cultures, vary from tribe to tribe – some spiritual, some healing, some for entertaining.”  - Native American Art


Teachers will explore how to create a connection to Native American culture through the use of artistic expression.  Teachers will make two styles of masks.  A leather mask will be constructed over a clay pottery form. The second mask will be made by shaping the leather to a more contemporay style.  Teachers will learn about the importance and use of masks in Native American culture.  The use of masks in cultures throughout the world will be examined.
