A book talk is a brief description that has the qualities of a TV commercial-short engaging, and clever.

How to give a book talk:

· Look at everyone and smile!
· Speak loudly so all can hear.

· Say the title of the book and the author’s name.

· Show the cover and one or two illustrations. (have them marked with a post-it note in advance)

· Read aloud a very small but exciting part of the book. (Read only one or two paragraphs.) ( Make sure you mark it with a post-it note)
· Make a connection. It can be personal, about something that you already know, or to other texts your may have read.

· Tell a little about one character in the book.

· Share your response to the book. Did you like it? Would you recommend it to others?

You should cut the bottom part off and glue it to the notecard that was provided for your book talk.
