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CULTURAL PARTICIPATION & RESEARCH for Spanish III

  Due Dates:

  First Semester – October 26, 2010
  Second Semester – February 23, 2011
Spanish III students will have the choice of completing their CPR in a variety of formats.  Remember that the purpose of Cultural Participation and Research is to give foreign language students individual opportunities to connect to the target language and culture outside the classroom.   One of the benefits of acquiring a new language is learning about the people who speak it.    Many students will have the opportunity to try out their Spanish in real situations and experience some of the culture that makes the language more interesting.   This project will be worth 10% of each student’s designated quarter grade.  

Option 1 - Complete the CPR as you did in the past.  However, your written report must be completed in Spanish.  You will answer the questions listed below using your Spanish skills to complete your document.  You will use the same assessment sheet as for Spanish I and II.

 It should include the following:

Guidelines for Presentation

*Cover: Neatly labeled with name, number, period, class, date, and title of activity.  Reports should be typed (12 point, Times, Times New Roman). All sections should be labeled.  Students may be as creative as they wish with the cover.

*Evaluation Sheet (See attached sheet and read carefully.) You will use the same assessment sheet as for Spanish I and II.

*Action:  Before you begin write two to three thoughtful questions that you want answered by doing your CPR.  Describe what you did.  Where did you go and when?  Who participated?  How much time did you spend on your project?  Give as much specific 
information as possible about what happened.  Describe accurately what you saw and did.  Tell how what you did relates to what you have been doing in class.  You will need irrefutable evidence that you completed the project as well.  Photos, ticket stubs, receipts, and brochures will lend more credibility to projects.  A witness’s account/testimonial or bibliography is also acceptable.  If doing research, be sure you use a graphic organizer.
*Relations:  How does it relate to the culture?   How were you immersed in the culture? What were your sources?  What did it help you understand about the language?  How did you use your language skills during the activity?  What did you learn about the culture, or the people who speak it?  How does what I did compare or contrast to my own culture?

*Reflection:  Why did you choose this project?  What did you learn?  How did you feel?  Why?  Why or why not would you recommend this project to another student?  How was this project a risk for you?  What would you do differently if you could do this project over again?  Answer the questions you posed before beginning your CPR.  Be thorough and thoughtful.

Option 2 - This will be a comprehensive CPR and will include meeting all five goals of Spanish.  This CPR will also include a bibliography and may be done in English.  You will use a different evaluation sheet which will include the new categories?

 It should include the following:

Guidelines for Presentation

*Cover: Neatly labeled with name, number, period, class, date, and title of activity

*Evaluation Sheet (See attached sheet and read carefully.)

*Action:  Describe what you did.  Where did you go and when?  Who participated?  How much time did you spend on your project?  Give as much specific 
information as possible about what happened.  You will need irrefutable evidence that you completed the project as well.  Photos, ticket stubs, receipts, and brochures will lend more credibility to projects.  A witness’s account/testimonial is also acceptable.  You must have a bibliography which may include primary sources.

* 5 Cs:  

Goal #1 - How did you communicate in Spanish during your project?

Goal #2 - What knowledge did you gain about the culture during your project?

Goal #3 - How did you connect to another discipline (i.e. math, science, art, etc.)?

Goal #4 - What in your project gave you insight into your own culture or language?

Goal #5 - How did you use your language in the real world; outside the classroom?

*Relations:  How does it relate to the culture?   How were you immersed in the culture? What were your sources?  What did it help you understand about the language?  What did you learn about the culture, or the people who speak it?  How does what I did compare to my own culture?  How does what I did contrast to my own culture?  Why do you consider what you did important to your language learning?
*Reflection:  Why did you choose this project?  What did you learn?  How did you feel?  Why?  Why or why not would you recommend this project to another student?  How was this project a risk for you?  ?  What would you do differently if you could do this project over?  Answer the questions you posed before beginning your CPR.  Be thorough and thoughtful.
*Bibliography:  Use the correct form for your bibliography.  Remember that an interview can be considered a source as long as it is documented correctly.

All CPR projects will be presented in class and evaluated by the student him/herself, two peers, a parent/guardian, and the teacher.   Students may work on projects together but each student must complete and submit an individual report.  
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
