PRIMARY SOURCES
*You will need to include 3 primary sources in your 19th Century project.  

*Your primary sources need to be related to your research question.

Primary sources are any materials that were created by people during the period you are studying. 

Primary sources are things like- 

· letters 

· journal and diary entries

· government documents and records

· photographs, illustrations 

· political cartoons and posters 

· old newspapers 

…or anything from the period you are studying or created by the people you are learning about.  We have been using primary sources all year in class.  For example- most of the eyewitness accounts you used in the Boston Massacre Mock Trial were actual primary sources.
