Internet Research Guidelines
Before you go to the internet answer the following questions:

1. Have you identified a good specific topic and had it approved by Mr. O’Mara? (See topic selection guidelines)

2. Have you collected background information from print materials (books, encyclopedia, etc.)?  You should collect information from at least 4 different print sources before going to the internet.
*Do not continue until you can answer YES to both of the above questions

*If you answered yes to the above questions then begin your internet research following the guidelines listed below.
Internet research guidelines:

1. Use only websites that fall into one of the acceptable website categories (see Acceptable Websites handout)

2. Record the following information for each page you gather information from:

· Title of material accessed 

· Name of the website.   

· The date you accessed the site.

· The URL (website address)

Example from a project on a Women’s Suffrage 
· Title of material:  
“Votes for Women.”  
· Name of Website: 
American Memory, Library of Congress.  

· Date accessed:

4 December 2001

· URL:

3. Take notes instead of printing out the page.
4. Important point: Ask Jeves, Yahoo, Google, and similar sites are search engines not actual sites where you will find information.  These types of sites DO NOT COUNT as resources for your project.
