Which part of the story best describes the setting? Why?


How does the author create the atmosphere for the setting?








Plot


What are the main things that have happened in the story?


Were you able to guess what was going to happen next?  What clues did you use?


What would you have done differently if you had been one of the characters?


Tell another event that might have happened in the story.


Tell another way the story might have ended.


Which chapter do you think is the most important to the story? Why?


What is the problem in the story?


How is the problem solved?  How do you know?


Tell about another way the problem could have been solved.





Mood


How did you feel while reading this story?  Why did you feel that way?


What was the most exciting thing that happened in the story? Why?


What was the funniest/saddest/strangest thing that happened? Why?


What do you remember most about this story?


How did the author make you feel the way you did?


Does the mood of the story change?  How?





Style


What special words does the author use to help you see, hear, smell, and taste things in the story?


What pictures did the author leave in your mind?


What did you like about the way the author has written the story?


How did the author describe the characters?


How did the author keep you interested?


What strengths does the author have?


What do you like about the author’s style?


By reading this book, what did you discover that could help you outside of school?


What would you like to learn more about this topic?


How is this book like another book you have read? Which one did you like better?  Why?
