St. Bartholomew School Band Program began Monday, October 3, 2011. All 4th through 8th graders who pre-registered in June are members of the Band. Program Fees:   To simplify bookkeeping, registration and activity fees have been combined into a single program fee. The $200 program fee in cash or check payable to St. Bartholomew’s School Band is due upon receipt.  Your prompt response is appreciated. Please submit a check for each program (Band, Chorus and Drama) separately. Fees are not refundable or transferable to other music programs.

Communications:  Memos and forms required to be completed for all events will be distributed at rehearsals and posted as notices on Saint Bartholomew School Music Department website on     www.teacherweb.com and are available in the Music office.

Instruments and Lessons:  All students must have their instruments by October 3, 2011.  Instruments can be purchased on your own or rented through the City Music Company.  Half hour lessons are scheduled during the school day, on Wednesdays and Thursdays.

Rehearsals:   After school rehearsals are held Monday, Tuesday and Wednesday afternoons from 1:45 - 3:00 PM.  Rehearsals for the Winter Concert begin in October for the Advanced Band and the end of November for the Beginner Band.  In January, the Advanced and Beginner Bands are combined.  Attendance is taken and notification of absence is required. 

Performances:   The students perform at four separate events throughout the school year.
