ALPHABIOGRAPHY


Over the course of this year, you will be writing an alphabiography.  Rather than telling your life in chronological order, you will be writing short entries for different letters of the alphabet.


Here is an example.  Suppose that basketball was an important part of your life.  Then your entry would start out with:

B is for Basketball

You would then tell your audience something special about you and basketball.  Be sure your essay has literary voice.  Share a bit of your soul.


Perhaps you’ll choose THIRD.

T is for Third


Maybe you chose that because you’re the third child, the baby, and that makes your life very different.  Tell your audience about that.

N is for the Necklace My Grandfather Gave Me.


Get the idea?

EACH ENTRY MUST BE CAREFULLY TYPED OR WRITTEN.

REMEMBER, THE ENTRY DOES NOT HAVE TO BE TERRIBLY LONG—BUT IT MUST BE GOOD.  
Be creative and write about the things in life that are important to you.

YOU DON’T HAVE TO FOLLOW THE ALPHABET ORDER—YOU CAN USE “W” BEFORE “A.”
