It is safe to say that characters throughout the novel, Acorn People, exhibited bravery in a variety of situations.  Your job will be to choose a character you feel epitomizes true bravery and write about him or her.


To write this essay you will first need to provide your reader with your definition of bravery as it pertains to your character.  To prove that your character is brave, you will need to cite evidence from the book that supports your position. 


Do not confuse bravado with bravery.


This is a formal essay—not an in-class answer to an essay question. It should be well written and carefully edited.  


If at all possible, type your essay.  It should be double spaced, 12 font, Times New Roman or Arial.

Quotes and phrases taken from the book must be in quotation marks with the page number cited in parenthesis at the end of the sentence.

Example:  Children at the water extravaganza bore no resemblance to the children who arrived at camp that first day. Those children “seem[ed] drained of expression.  Pulled into convulsions by unseen strings….Beings without visible life” (Jones 2).

If you continue to cite from the same author without changing to another author, then you only need to cite Jones once in the parenthesis.  After that just use the  page number(s)—(62) or (60-62).
