Directions: Choose any two characters from the novel.  For each character find 5 amazing sentences or groups of sentences, quotes, words, or phrases that depict his/her evolution of bravery or growth as an individual.  Do not mix the two concepts.  Each of your five choices must show the evolution of the character throughout the novel.  If you choose to show a point before the character begins his or her growth, then you will need six events. You will write the person’s name. Beneath that will be quoted words from the novel with page number, followed by a written explanation of how the quoted words reflect the character’s bravery or growth.  You will be assessed on choice of quoted material, your explanation, your writing, and the neatness of your work.

Final Point System for Grading

Quote

5 points = “powerful” quote; words are open for interpretation—may have multiple meanings; relate to higher ideals of bravery or levels of growth

4 points = well chosen quote that calls to mind the character’s bravery or growth; may be literal but has some depth

3 points = quote is literal in its message; relates directly to the character’s bravery or growth; may simply be a scene in which bravery or growth is depicted; powerful quote but does not relate to bravery or growth

2 = quote may not relate to bravery or growth; off track

1 = quote does not relate to bravery or growth; quite literal

Explanation

5 = complete explanation as to how the quote relates to the character’s bravery or growth; leaves nothing to the imagination; depth in reasoning

4 = complete explanation as to how the quote relates to the character’s bravery or growth; may lack depth in reasoning

3 = repetition of ideas; literal reason; in depth reason that does not relate to bravery or growth

2 = reason may not related to bravery or growth; off track; literal

1 = reason does not relate to bravery or growth; quite literal; may be repetitious   
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
