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Mission Statement and Goals:

The goal of the choral program at Bosque School is to provide an opportunity for all students to participate in a high quality choral program that promotes healthy singing and teaches quality repertoire and basic musical knowledge in a positive and exciting setting. By offering excellent instruction in the art of singing, the choir program hopes to blend with other disciplines to develop a well-rounded student.

Middle School

Middle school choir focuses on teaching music through performance, movement, singing games, sight reading, basic music history, and music theory.  There are three choirs in the middle school and each increase in grade level increases the degree of difficulty of the music and music theory involved.  

Students in middle school will learn what it takes to become part of a group that fosters a sense of community and how to be self-evaluators.  The choral program encourages students to take creative risks, develop independent thought and creative problem-solving, develop tolerance and sensitivity toward others, and respect the work of their fellow students while developing an acceptable, productive voice.  

At the conclusion of the school year, students in the 6th and 7th grade choirs will be able to:

1. Demonstrate the use of correct posture while singing

2. Demonstrate the use of correct breathing technique while singing.

3. Sing with a pleasant and well-produced tone quality.

4. Sing in tune.

5. Sight sing music in major keys with melodic motion that is stepwise but may contain an occasional triadic leap and with rhythmic patterns comprised of whole, half, quarter, and eighth notes, using meter signatures of 4/4, 3/4, and 2/4.

6. Using correct musical terminology, describe the music that they have performed.

7. Using one or two facts about the composers and the periods of music history from which the pieces come, discuss the music that they have performed.

8. At least three times a year, perform with success a moderate number of pieces.

9. Sing with success, music written in unison, and two parts.

At the conclusion of the school year, students in 8th grade choir should be able to do all of the above with increasing skill and in addition:

1. Sight sing music and major keys containing triadic leaps as well as leaps of a fourth and a sixth with rhythmic patterns including dotted quarters, sixteenth notes, and including meter of 6/8.

2. Sing, with success, music that is written in three parts.

3. Sing, with success, several selections that are written in a language other than English.

Upper School

Cantate and Treble Ensemble are groups that focus on healthy singing and excellent choral tone. In addition, students work each day on sight reading music and attention is paid to learning about and understanding all aspects of the repertoire. This includes learning the history of the music and composer, considering any cultural or political influences that shaped the music, and gaining an understanding of the structural composition of the music through basic music theory. 


At the conclusion of the school year, students in the advanced level choirs should be able to perform all the skills for middle school choirs plus the following:

1. Demonstrate the use of correct posture while singing.

2. Demonstrate the use of correct breathing technique while singing.

3. Sing with a pleasant and well-produced tone quality.

4. Sing in tune.

5. Sight sing music in major and minor keys with stepwise motion and all intervallic leaps as well as rhythmic patterns that include dotted eighths, sixteenth notes, triplets, and asymmetrical meters.

6. Perform at least three concerts for the school during the year and perform within the community.

7. Perform a wide variety of music including compositions that are in Latin, German, Italian, French and/or Spanish.

8. Sing in small groups such as trios, quartets, and octets to encourage musical independence and sensitivity.

9. Rehearse and perform in a variety of seating arrangements, including mixed position, to encourage musical independence and sensitivity.
