Course Description:

This course is an introduction to Latin poetry.  We will begin the year working with chapters 23-40 of Wheelock’s Latin, completing our study of beginning Latin grammar.  We will complement the grammar by translating mythological tales about Perseus, Hercules and Jason and the Argonauts, using the Fabulae Graecae text.  From there, we will begin discussing scansion and meter, moving into Ovid’s Metamorphoses and Amores in Love and Transformation: An Ovid Reader.
