	Flower are yellow, blue, bright white, violet, or reflect UV light; no red.  UV nectar guides or landing patterns. Delicate sweet scent; fresh, mild, or minty.  Sturdy, irregular shape with landing platform.  Small narrow floral tube with abundant nectar at bottom, just right size or weight for specific bee species.  Limited pollen.
	Snapdragon, marigold, daisy
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	Insect
	Brightly colored flowers: red, orange, yellow, pink, blue, purple.  No or limited smell.  Large & showy.  Often in clusters and/or with landing platform.  Flowers may be composites, but individuals are tubular just the right length for butterflies to get nectar at base.  Often limited pollen.
	Compositae (daisy), zinnia, calendula, honeysuckle

	Insect
	White or pale colored flowers.  Open in late afternoon or night.  Strong, sweet smell, often only exuded at night.  Deep tubes to match the length of a moth’s tongue.  Petals are flat or bent back so moth can get in or hover close to flower.  Often large and showy, tubular, w/deeply hidden, abundant nectar and limited pollen.
	Evening primrose, morning glory, yucca

	Mammal
	White or light-colored flowers (cream, green, or purple).  Open only at night.  Musty, fermenting, or fruity smell.  Large and showy.  Sturdy to w/stand bat’s head.  Firm, wide-mouthed, and bell-or dish-shaped.  Also may have a brushy or pincushion appearance due many exposed stamen or an inflorenscence of clustered flowers with showy stamens.  Lots of pollen and nectar.
	Morning glory, saguaro, agave, organpipe cactus, baobab tree
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	Bird
	Brightly colored flowers, especially red; also orange, scarlet, white.  Tubular; large and showy with abundant nectar.  No smell.  Petals are recurved to be out of the way.  Hover-feeders, so flowers are designed to dust their heads/back w/pollen.
