Book Bingo Rules

1. Goal: to read six books in a row to make a Book Bingo.

2. Choose a row you find interesting.  The row can be up and down, across or diagonal.  Find books that fit each category in your row.  Bring the books to me BEFORE you begin reading.  I MUST approve the books first in order to receive credit.   This is very important because I want to make sure you are reading books that are at your reading level.  

3. You may not read books you have already read in the last year.  You may not repeat a row once you have completed the row.  One book cannot count toward more than one category.   

4. Once I have approved your book, then you will read the book at home or during free reading time in class.  After reading each book you will fill in a Book Bingo Review sheet.  You must fill in the whole page in order to get full credit for the book.  For example, if you only do a short summary and the recommendation, you will not get full credit.  Summaries should be written at home. 

5. You may save up all six of your Book Bingo Review sheets and turn them in on the due date, or you may turn them into the basket as you go and I will keep them for you.  

6. The due dates for Book Bingo will be posted on the white board each trimester.  You will complete three Book Bingos over the year.  

7. To get an “A” you must turn in six completed reviews on time.  Book Bingo is counted as your “at home” reading grade and will be an important part of your overall reading grade.  Book Bingo is not optional.

8. Neat handwriting on the review is a must!
