Remember your media literacy lessons on making games that are eye-catching and fun!  Your job is to:

1. Design a card or board game that includes facts about the Revolutionary War.  

Your game will include at least 5 facts on each:

   ________ people ex. Samuel Adams

________ places  ex. Philadelphia

________ battles  ex.  Battle of Bunker Hill

________ dates.  Ex. July 4, 1776  

2. Write the directions for the game in a very clear way so that people can play your game even if you are not there to explain.  It is best to number the steps.  Check out games you have at home for help on writing complete directions. Include how many people can play your game and what ages are best.  Type, if possible.

3. Your game should be neat, easy to read, colorful and creative. 

4. You should have someone in your family edit your game for spelling and grammar errors.  Don’t forget a TITLE!
