Learning Outcomes : 
In the English Language Arts Curriculum  10-12, there are ten general curriculum outcomes : three for speaking and listening, four for reading and viewing and three for writing and representing. Under these three general outcomes, there are thirty-three specific outcomes (eleven for each of the three general outcomes). We will cover all thirty-three of these outcomes. The outcomes can be found at the above web address.
Communicating with the Teacher:

Work not submitted on time:
If a student misses a due date for work, they must write a contract briefly explaining why they were unable to submit the work on the due date and specifying the date when they will submit this work. The contract must be signed by the student, the parent or guardian and the teacher and be submitted on the date the work is due. The contract must contain the contact information (phone number; email) for the parent. A copy of this contract must be stapled to the work when it is submitted. It is the student’s responsibility to write up the contract and to make a second copy of it to include with the work. Also, even if the student has a legitimate excuse for submitting the work past the deadline, such as illness, the contract is still required. This is necessary to ensure that the parent is aware of missed deadlines. This rule applies equally to written work and oral presentations.
Homework :

Homework will include, but not be limited to assigned reading, essay writing, creative writing, dialectical journals, research and preparation of presentations. As much as possible, students will be given class time to start and progress in their work. It is important that they take full advantage of this class time when the teacher is available to provide feedback and support and so that they can reduce the amount of work to be done at home.
