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Create a Collage of PC Hardware Components:

Using Microsoft’s Word Software, create a collage of PC components including all listed below.

1. Open MS Word and save your new file as pcComponentCollage on your flashdrive

2. Go out onto Google and use the “images” search to find the following;

i. Motherboard

ii. CPU

iii. RAM
iv. Hard Drive

v. CD / DVD Drive

vi. Sound Card
vii. Video(Graphics Card)
viii. Floppy disk drive
ix. Power Supply
x. Mother Board
xi. RAM

b. save the above files into your CMW/Hardware folder for use.

3. Next, use the “insert” drop down menu and select “image>>from file” to place the images onto your MS Word document.
4. Then, using “AutoShapes Callout” bubbles (found in Word under Insert>>AutoShapes) be sure to label all components.


5. Lastly, place a “page border” around all components to symbolize the computer case (Use Format>>Borders & Shading>>Page Border)

6. Make sure that your name, course name, and period number are on your collage page.  Use a header to do this – ask me how!
7. Print one copy and turn in on front table.  Ms R will print in Color
