Materials

· Appropriate dance shoes for performance (ladies: tan character heels, men: black character shoes)
· Black Jazz or dance pants for performance
· Tops and other performance costumes will be provided to you once you have paid your lab fee of $30. The lab fee can be paid directly to the student finance office (please provide me with a receipt upon payment).  Students who cannot pay their lab fee can participate in the fall fundraiser to earn their portion of the lab fee.

· A spiral bound single subject notebook to use as a “journal”

Grading requirements for this class

Students who participate in Musical Theater at Carson High School will be graded in the following areas:

· Daily participation (20%) Students must be dressed out appropriately each day for class, must participate to the best of their ability with energy and enthusiasm, listen to student leaders and the teacher when given instructions with respect.

· Daily Journaling (15%) Students will be asked to write in their journals each day for the first 10 minutes of class.  Journals will include daily vocabulary, class objective and a free response to a question on the board.  Journals will be collected for grading twice a month on whatever Friday you have class!
· Participation in Concert Performances (40%)  Musical Theater students will be required to perform in an evening concert TWICE per semester. Ms. Benefield reserves the right to without the opportunity for students to perform based on poor rehearsal attendance or due to students not knowing the performance material. If it is for EXCUSED reasons that you are pulled from performance, you may be given an alternate assignment. If it is for UNEXCUSED reasons, you will receive a zero with no make up for this portion of your grade. 

· Quizzes and Homework (12.5%) Periodically, students will be given homework assignments and quizzes over vocabulary, history or theory material covered in class.

· Final Exam (12.5%) The final exam will be in written form. Students will be allowed to use their daily journals in an “open book” format, so take GOOD NOTES!!
