Concert Choir Dresses care and hemming instructions

· All Women have been issued a blue dress for concert choir.  

· These dresses are yours for the YEAR to rent once your child has paid their lab fee of $35 (Checks to CHS). 

· They are Machine Washable and Machine Dryable as well as can be irons if need be, however, if you dry in dryer and hang up immediately, the fabric should be fine and not need pressing.

· They are to be hemmed to the top of the student’s foot when wearing the shoes they will wear in performance. There are several local places that can do this for you if you do not know how to do it yourself.  Women who arrive to the firs concert without a hemmed dress WILL NOT PERFORM and will receive a ZERO for the concert. This is your responsibility to take care of. 

· PLEASE leave a 2-3 inch hem for future students to let out if needed.  If you received a dress that is longer than 2-3 inches from what you need YOU MAY cut the excess off, otherwise, LEAVE the remainder in tact for your 2-3 inch hem.

· When hemming, DO NOT USE “stitch witch” tape or anything other than standard sewing with a needle and thread or machine.  These other methods RUIN the dress and you will have to pay for a replacement if you do so ($60).

· Ladies are to wear BLACK hosiery and BLACK, CLOSED TOE shoes.  You can also wear black character shoes.  NO strappy sandals OR peep toe shoes. Closed toe only.

· Ladies have also been issued a garment bag and jewelry set consisting of a bracelet, earrings and necklace. The jewelry and garment bag are to ONLY be used/worn for CHOIR EVENTS.  They are not your personal property and should not be used as such.  

· Jewelry should be kept someplace where it is safe and will not become “worn through.” It is silver plated, not real silver, and if it’s kept in your purse or bag where it will rub against other items, the plating will wear and you will be charged for a replacement. 

· Any holes, rips, tears or stains that are incurred will result in being charged for a replacement.  These dresses have all been inspected and any defects notated.  They should be returned in the same condition they were issued. 

· Should any accidents happen, please bring it to Mrs. Sonnemaker or the costumers attention immediately so that we can get a new dress for you to wear.
