FORMAT I: CINQUAIN POEM:

A synonym for the noun in Line 1
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FORMAT II: TANKA
A Tanka is a 5 lined poem that is basically an extension of the Haiku.  Its meter is 5-7-5-7-7.  This means that there are 5 syllables in the first line, 7 syllables in the second line, 5 syllables in the third line, etc.  Use this format to write a poem about the novel Night.  Be sure to include a title.
FORMAT III:  TEMPLATE POETRY for Night
Follow the template guidelines below to create a poem that has a holocaust or night theme to it.

(Title)

A line from the story Night
Two emotion words that explain why you picked this line

Three adjectives that sum up how this line made you feel.
The words “Never Again”

5-10 words that explain what you do not want to have happen again as they relate to the line you chose
