The total trip cost is $395.00 This covers transportation to and from Washington DC, two nights’ hotel stay, two breakfasts, three dinners, one dinner dance cruise, professional tour guide, security guards in the hotel, $5000 accident insurance and all gratuities. The $100.00 deposit is nonrefundable because we set our bus seat numbers with it and once we order the buses the cost remains even if the seat is empty. In order to travel to Washington this year, we must reach 75% participation. In the event that we do not reach the required 75%, all money collected will be refunded, and our trip will be cancelled.  Our trip will be concentrated around the immediate center of Washington DC, and we have endeavored to make sure that your children will experience a great academic opportunity.

Payments made by check should be made payable to Arlington CENTRAL SCHOOL DISTRICT with the student’s name indicated in the memo space and received by the team liaison by the dates indicated below. If you are unable to get the payment to the team liaison by the due date you MUST contact them at school by calling 486-4480 or by e-mail.  We set our numbers by the amount of student applications with deposits we receive on the due date. If we do not receive this by October 8th, we will assume your child IS NOT GOING WITH US!

We have set up a general information meeting for parents on Wednesday, October 6th at 7pm in the Arlington Middle School auditorium to help answer your questions.
