IDENTITY CONCEPTS

Understand:

· Culture, environments and experiences shape our identity.

· Although one’s life is shaped by experiences of the past, how one uses those experiences to shape the future is an individual choice.

· One person can make a difference.

Essential Questions:

· How can we be a member of a group and still maintain our autonomy?

· What can we learn about ourselves by studying the lives of others?

· Can one person’s life have an impact on society?

· Why do we choose to share or hide certain aspects of ourselves?

· How do my cultural experiences shape my identity?

NOVEL CONCEPTS

Understand:

· Reading literature from various time periods or cultures builds an understanding of the many aspects of human experience.

· Reading allows us to appreciate experiences outside our own lives.

· Every novel follows a narrative story arc.

Essential Questions:

· What makes a novel a unique genre?

· How do effective writers hook and hold their readers?

· How do authors develop dynamic characters? (Main characters often change or grow during story arc.)

· How do fictional characters’ experiences affect/impact a student’s future perspective?

· How does a student’s life and experiences affect his response to literature?

· Do all endings have to be satisfying?

· How can readers identify the theme of a novel, and apply it to their own lives?

ACTIVITIES WE WILL USE TO ASSESS UNDERSTANDING & CONNECTIONS:

· Reader response discussion groups and journal entries

· Character and conflict analysis organizers & maps

· Comprehension questions for discussion and written response

· Final essay on the theme of the novel and application to reader’s own life

Final Summative Assessment: Novel Unit

Extended Written Response


Students will develop a detailed five-paragraph written response that includes specific and relevant text-based support for the following:

· Discuss and interpret the theme or central message of the novel. 

· Discuss how the experiences of the characters demonstrate that theme.

· Relate and connect the theme to students’ own lives and the world around us.

Teacher directions: 

· You MAY discuss the theme of the novel throughout the course of study.

· Students MAY use the graphic organizer as a planning page prior to completing the assessment. (It should be given the day before the assessment is to be administered.)

· Graphic organizer MAY be brought to class and utilized during the assessment.

· Students have ONE class period to complete the task (not withstanding IEPS or other accommodations.)
