SCIENCE FICTION BOOKLET PROJECT

This project involves creating a picture book about the various things we have studied and learned in our science fiction unit. 

*You must follow the directions for each page and include the required items for full credit for each page completed. 

*Your work should be neat, colorful, and include detailed written responses that reflect things we have learned or other research you have done.

*You may use any and all notes, readings, videos, etc. as reference material.

RUBRIC

You will be graded according to the following:

PAGE ONE: THE COVER “SCIENCE FICTION”

Your cover should include the following:

1. TITLE A colorful title for the book (the titles are preprinted for you, you just have to cut them out, color them in, and paste them on!)

2. GRAPHIC A large COLORFUL graphic of your choosing (you may select from any of our coloring book style graphics or get one of your own) 

3. Your name, class period and the date

4. You should use as much white space as possible, and fill the areas with color, borders or other decorations.

PAGE TWO: “What is science fiction?”

This page should include the following:

1. TITLE A colorful title (above). You may color in the preprinted title and paste it on your page

2. GENRE DESCRIPTION A well-written definition of what science fiction is (about 25 words), a few historical facts, and some background information about its connection to the Cold War (about 100 words)

3. GRAPHICS Colorful graphics that fill in the white space on the page

PAGE THREE: “SCI FI NONFIC”

This page should include the following:

1. TITLE A colorful title (you may use the preprinted title and paste it on)

2. SPACE RACE A well-written entry explaining some facts about the Space Race and Arms Race You may refer to the Powerpoint we saw in class. It is on teacher web. Printouts will also be available to look at. (You should write about 100-150 words)

3. WoW! A well-written entry explaining what “The War of the Worlds” was (a novel and a radio play), what is was about, and what occurred on October 30, 1938. Use the article from class. (You should write about 100-150 words.)

4. GRAPHICS Colorful graphics (you may choose from those we have in class). 

5. Use the white space on the page and make it look attractive

PAGE FOUR  “ALL SUMMER IN A DAY”

This page should include the following:

1. TITLE A colorful title “All Summer in a Day” (you may use preprinted one)

2. SETTING & CONFLICT: A well-written discussion of how the setting of the story influences the conflict (describe what the problem is, and why the setting causes it). This should be about 50 words.

3. EPILOGUE A creative writing epilogue (or missing scene) that shows what happened AFTER the kids opened the closet door (your story should be about 100-200 words)

4. Colorful graphics and decorations that fill the rest of the page

PAGE FIVE  “ZOO”

This page should include the following:

1. TITLE a colorful title (you may use the preprinted one)

2. PERSPECTIVE: define perspective and include a well-written discussion of how different perspectives influence the story (this should be about 50 words.)

3. DEAR DIARY: include your creative writing entry where you wrote as an alien witnessing something on earth for the first time

4. GRAPHICS add colorful graphics and decorations that fill the white space on the page

PAGE SIX  “THE MONSTERS ARE DUE ON MAPLE STREET”

This page should include the following:

1. TITLE add a colorful title (you may use the preprinted one)

2. PLOT SUMMARY: discuss the events in the story; what was the inciting incident (what started it all), and how the residents reacted. Tell what happened as a result of their beliefs and actions. (This should be about 50 words)

3. HISTORY CONNECTION: “WITCH HUNT” Write a detailed entry connecting the search for aliens in this play to the real searches for witches and communists in our past history. Use specific examples. What might have inspired did Rod Serling write this play? (This should be about 100 words)

4. GRAPHICS Add colorful graphics and decorations to fill your page

PAGE SEVEN: THE IRON GIANT
This page should include the following:

1. TITLE add a colorful title (you may use the preprinted one)

2. PLOT SUMMARY Give a brief summary of the plot (about 50 words)

3. COLD WAR CONNECTION: Write an entry about how this animated movie connects to the Cold War. Give specific examples of things in the movie that relate to actual events in history (about 100 words) 

4. THUMBS UP or THUMBS DOWN: give a 25-35 word review of the movie. Did you like it or not? Why? Add the THUMB GRAPHIC

5. GRAPHICS Add colorful graphics and decorations to fill the space on your page.

PAGE EIGHT (Back cover): “WHAT I LEARNED DURING THIS UNIT…”

This page should include the following:

1. A TOP TEN LIST of the ten most interesting things you learned during this unit of study

2. COLORFUL GRAPHICS or decorations to decorate your page and fill the space
