What do we capitalize? 
· Proper nouns (names of people, animals, places, events.)

· First word in a sentence.
· The pronoun “I” (Alone and in contractions.)
Also:
· People’s titles:  Principal Kerins, Mrs. Maraia.
· Titles of written works and art works: 
Catcher in the Rye

Water Lilies (by Monet)
· Family Titles: Dad, Grandfather, etc. are only capitalized if they are used as titles.

Ex. “I love you, Dad.

“I love my dad.”  Or “Those dishes belonged to my grandmother.”
