1.) Use commas before a coordinating conjunction 




that links independent clauses.

Coordinating conjunctions:

And, but, for, nor, or, so, yet.

Independent clause: A clause that can stand alone (a sentence.)

Clause: A group of words containing a subject and a predicate.

Predicate: The part of the sentence that contains the verb, and tells what the subject is doing (or what is being done to the subject.)
