Complements II: Indirect Objects
· An indirect object (I.O.) tells to what or whom or for what or whom an action is done.
· Some verbs that often take indirect objects include “Bring, give, hand, lend, make, send, show, teach, tell, and write.”

NOTES!   (D.O.)
To whom did he give the notes?

STUDENTS! (I.O.)
Further examples:
The Scriptwriter sends a script.  (To whom?)
· The scriptwriter sends the director a script.

Who sends? 


The scriptwriter! (Subject.)
Sends what? 


A script! (Direct object.)  
(This is the thing that is sent, or acted upon directly by the action verb.)

is the script sent?  To the director! ( Indirect object!)
