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Homework guidelines and procedures

1. Homework will be assigned most nights. I will try to avoid assigning homework on Fridays, or over holidays. Some exceptions to this rule may include family interviews, long term projects or papers, and possibly reading from one of the novels we will be studying.

2. Every paper handed in must have a complete heading. Papers handed in without a complete heading will not be accepted, nor graded.
Your heading should look as follows:

3. Papers must be complete. Incomplete or sloppy papers will not be accepted.

4. All work must be typed, or neatly handwritten in blue or black ink. Do Not use paper

with frayed edges, or write any assignments in pencil.

This includes any

stapling, heading, coversheets, proofreading, organizing or anything else that is

sometimes saved until class.
6. Late papers will receive 10 points off for each day that they are late. If your paper is

not ready when the bell rings, then it is not ready, and it will be considered late. Papers

more than three days late will not be accepted. 
7. Students returning from an absence should hand in completed assignments at the 

beginning of the period when they return. It is your responsibility to hand in papers 
after you have been absent.
