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Outsiders Projects
You may choose to do any one of the following projects.

· Create a 2 - 5 minute video to illustrate the characters, events, conflicts and themes from the book. You must create a screen play (stage direction and dialogue) as well as a short introductory presentation for the class as to what scenes or characters you have portrayed.  We will show it in class if at all possible. Content must be appropriate and pertinent. You may partner with others for this project. See movie script assignment for details. It is the script which receives the grade rather than the final product.
· Choose three pieces of music to illustrate the characters, events, conflicts and themes from the book. Make sure to include type written song lyrics, and make sure that the lyrics are class-appropriate (i.e. no profanity etc.) Include a write up of at least 3 paragraphs (one for each piece of music) that explains why you chose this project, what each song is supposed to represent in the book (include page references), and why you chose that song. Be prepared to present this project to the class.
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Create a photostory to illustrate the characters, events, conflicts and themes from the book. You should choose seven to ten images that really stand out for you. Include quotes from the book right in the story.
· Design a small newspaper to illustrate the characters, events, conflicts and themes from the book. Newspaper must be at least 2 pages, containing at least 5 articles that report on events that happened in the book Make sure your newspaper has at least five illustrations, name of the newspaper on the front page, headlines on the front page and the name of the correspondent (your name). Make sure the writing is grammatically correct, with proper spelling and punctuation. You may partner with one other student for this project.
