Paragraphs: 

· A paragraph is a block of thought. 

· Paragraphs focus on a single main idea.

· A paragraph is a group of sentences that present and develop one main idea.

· Most paragraphs have three kinds of sentences within them:

Paragraph structure:

Topic sentence: 

· In most paragraphs the main idea is stated in one sentence, and this sentence is the topic sentence.

· The first sentence is often the topic sentence, though it may fall anywhere in the paragraph. 

· The topic sentence is more general than the other sentences.



Topic sentence: 				States the main idea








Supporting sentences:	Expand on the main idea with specific facts, examples, details, or reasons.








Concluding sentence:	provides a strong ending for your paragraph.
