Taking Notes:
When taking notes, skim your source, and use your own words to write down the information that you find. 

Take notes on note cards; this will make it easier for you to outline.

1.) Write the title of your source in the upper right hand corner, along with all of your bibliography information (Author etc.)

2.) Write the heading in the upper left hand corner to identify subject being discussed.

3.) Begin a new card when you start taking notes on a different part of your subject.

4.) Summarize points in your own words.

5.) Record the page number of your source in the lower right hand corner.
