
Writing notes 1: What is a sentence?
· A Sentence is a group of words that expresses a complete thought.

· Every complete sentence has two basic parts: a subject, and a predicate.

1. The complete subject includes all the words that tell whom or what the subject is about.


· “Some students will eat only cumquats for lunch.”

2. The complete predicate includes the verb and all the words that complete the verbs meaning

· “Some students will eat only cumquats for lunch.”



This is a fairly complicated way of saying that the subject is who or what does something, and
 the predicate is what is done … 
So …

If “Mr. Morton eats only cumquats for lunch.”
Mr. Morton is the subject of the sentence (who), and what the predicate says, he does.

Q: Who? A: Mr. Morton

Q: Does what? A: Eats only cumquats for lunch.[image: image1.png]
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
