Two last words about comma use;

6.) Use a comma to set apart one or more words that interrupt the flow of thought in a sentence.

· Doing well in school, I believe, is essential to succeeding in life.
7.) Use commas to set off “Non-essential appositives.” That is to say, words in the middle of a sentence that can be eliminated, without destroying the meaning of the sentence. They are “Non-essential” if the meaning of the sentence is still clear without them.
