Reflection Questions

Select one of the questions below and use several details from the reading to support your response. Some questions have more than one part.

Guidelines for your Reflection Response: 
· Your response should show evidence of reflection about what you’re reading. This should not be a second summary of what was read.

· Always attempt deeper thinking in your writing. Make connections to your own life, to society, or to the world in general.

· Responses should be neat, with careful attention to spelling, capitalization, and punctuation.

· Responses should give interesting examples to support the way you feel.

· Choose a question appropriate for this week’s reading that will allow you to really elaborate in your response.

1.  How has the author kept you interested in the story?  

     Has the author used figurative language (similes, metaphors, personification, etc.) to spark your imagination and

6.  What part of this book inspired you in some way? Explain.
7.  Did certain parts of the book make you uncomfortable? If so, why did you feel that way?
8.  Do the characters seem real and believable? 
      To what extent do they (or one character) remind you of yourself or someone you know?  
9.  How does a character change or evolve throughout the course of the story? What events trigger such changes?
10.  Is there an idea presented in this story that makes you stop and think?  

       Identify the idea and what it has encouraged you to question.

11.  What specific themes does the author emphasize throughout the novel? 

        What do you think he or she is trying to get across to the reader?

12.  Reflect on a specific passage that struck you as significant. 

       What was memorable about this part of the book? (Was it profound, amusing, illuminating, or disturbing?
