Professional Journal Article Review

Select ONE topic from the article topic sheet and write a critique summarizing the key points of the article. Write a summary using the criteria below.  Include such things as your experience with the topic, etc.  Please include a copy of the article with your typed summary. Be prepared to share your information with the group.

Locate, select and review one professional journal article within your designated topic area. The article selected should be at least 150-200 words in length and current within the last 5 years.

You may use web sites, journals, research publications, magazines or newspapers as sources of information.  See teacher’s web for a list of links: http://TeacherWeb.com/NY/Arlington/Gatta/
Must be TYPED, 12pt. Font & double-spaced.  Put your name, date, AND your teacher's name.
Paper must include:
    
 a.  Introduction paragraph: about the topic, in your own words.

    
 b.  Body: 

c.  Conclusion: summarize main points of topic.
Format for Writing your Professional Journal Article Review
TITLE of the viewpoint/article and name of the AUTHOR.
SOURCE including the DATE


SYNOPSIS which indicates what the article was about. Identify the issue at hand and how it pertains to driver education and/or traffic safety.  This section should be about 1-2 paragraphs in length.

INDICATION of the significance and relevance of the topic of the viewpoint/article. This portion will capture the impact of the statement/s the author/s is/are trying to assert and will also be about 1-2 paragraphs in length. You may want to quote the author/s to reinforce the significance of the issue so be sure to cite appropriately.

YOUR OPINION will be important to the closure of the review and will indicate your position with regard to whether you agree or disagree with what the author/s is/are attempting to get across and/or your opinion concerning how well you think the argument or assertion for the viewpoint is made. Give examples or evidence to support your opinion.
Evaluation Criteria for Journal Review

You will be scored on a scale from 1 to 10 for each review: (9-10 = exceptional; 7-8 = proficient; 5-6 = satisfactory; 3-4 = deficient; 1-2 = inadequate)
* Format has been followed and is effectively organized
* Significance and relevance of topic is highlighted
* Content (synopsis, article's stated relevance, writer's opinion) demonstrates clear thinking
* Punctuation, spelling, sentence structure, or grammar do not detract reader's attention
* Any quotes are properly introduced and worked smoothly into the text
* The most important points of the article are given the most emphasis
* Each paragraph and point is fully developed
* Vocabulary used is original and precise
* Review seems carefully proofread and edited
