What is included in your child’s Individualized Education

Program (IEP)?

Here is some of the information typically included in an IEP:

1.  A description of the student’s academic and functional abilities and

needs, including how the student’s disability affects participation in

the general education curriculum or, for preschool children, how

the disability affects participation in appropriate activities.

2.  Measurable annual goals and objectives for the student. Note: Short term

objectives and bench marks are only required for students with

severe cognitive disabilities who take the alternate assessment and

for preschool students with disabilities.

3.  Information about the special education programs and services

that will help the student meet his or her goals and objectives and

support the student’s involvement in the general education curriculum.

In some cases, a child’s IEP may require the services of a

teacher’s aide or teaching assistant.

4. Program modifications and test accommodations, if needed.

5. Supports for the student’s teacher to help implement the IEP, such

as training on a behavior management program or an assistive

technology device.

6. A description of when parents will receive reports on the progress

their child is making toward the annual goals.

7. The projected dates of the initiation of special education programs

and service and the annual review of the IEP.

8. The student’s recommended placement.

9. A description of transition services beginning not later than the

first IEP to be in effect when the student is age 15.

10. Participation in general education programs, including physical

education and an explanation of the extent, if any, to which the

student will not participate in appropriate activities with age

appropriate peers.
