Dear Parents,


As you may already know, students are choosing a topic for the 
5th Grade Math, Science and Technology Expo/ Curriculum Fair.  We are writing this letter to address some questions that may come up as well as to give you an idea of the focus of this project.  


The Expo is designed to be a non-competitive showing of each student’s best work in Math, Science or Technology.  All of the students will be submitting proposals to us, so we will know roughly what they are planning to do.  They will be doing some research about their topic, completing one or more experiments/projects associated with their topic and will then be putting together a brief (2 minute max) oral presentation on their project, which they will be able to recite to people who visit them during the Expo.  

Because we will first be setting up in the classroom and then in the cafeteria, the presentations must be compact enough to fit on one or two student desks.  Poster boards are acceptable, but will need to be propped up with books.  Free standing poster boards (tri-fold displays) would be even better. The presentation should also include any experiments or materials that students used to complete their project.  Active demonstrations are also encouraged as they will make for an exciting and enriched experience for all.  

The Expo is scheduled for February 23rd.  Students will be sharing their projects with other students during the school day and then we will be excited to share the projects with you for our Curriculum Fair that same evening. More information about the actual day will be forthcoming.  Students are encouraged to enter the Vail Farm Science Fair as well and we may be able to store projects here at school for that event on March 3rd.  If you have any questions, please feel free to contact your child’s teacher.
