WE WOULD LIKE TO CLARIFY A LITTLE CONFUSION THAT IS POPPING UP FOR PARENTS WHEN THEY SEE THE REPORT CARD REGARDING CLASS PERIOD ATTENDANCE.  PLEASE KNOW THE STATE EDUCATION DEPARTMENT HAS MANDATED ALL SCHOOLS RECORD AND PRINT “CLASS PERIOD BY CLASS PERIOD” ATTENDANCE. 

PARENTS MAY NOTICE THE “PERIOD BY PERIOD” ATTENDANCE NUMBER ON YOUR CHILD’S REPORT CARD MAY BE HIGHER AND NOT IN LINE WITH THE DAYS ABSENT.  FOR EXAMPLE…. STUDENTS WHO RECEIVE SPEECH AND LANGUAGE SERVICES MAY EXPERIENCE A HIGH ABSENTEE NUMBER FROM A CLASS PERIOD BECAUSE THEY ARE BEING PULLED FROM A STUDY SKILLS PERIOD FOR SPEECH.

THE REGULAR DAILY ATTENDANCE RECORD WE USUALLY SEE IS STILL POSTED AND YOU CAN SEE THIS ON THE BOTTOM RIGHT SIDE OF THE REPORT CARD INDICATING IF YOUR CHILD WAS ABSENT FROM SCHOOL FOR THE DAY.
