Program area: Foreign Language

Grade: 10

Course/ Curriculum: Italian 3

THE OBJECTIVE: This curriculum is designed to complete and expand upon the text Oggi in Italia level 3 to meet the New York State learning standards for foreign languages.  The students will reach Checkpoint B proficiency and successfully complete the Italian Regents Examination at the end of this course. 

The focus of instruction will be the four basic skills: speaking, listening, reading and writing at intermediate/advanced level, with major emphasis on communicative skills.  Various activities will include games, situations, and role playing and oral presentation.  A sample lesson will include vocabulary building, grammar/usage, communicative skills, and culture/current events.
