I just finished reading the book A Corner of the Universe, by Ann M. Martin. It was a very moving book, and showed many prejudices that people had, and still have. Hattie Owens discovers that she has a mentally disabled uncle, Uncle Adam, who is coming to live nearby because his special school has closed. Her parents were ashamed of him and kept it a secret from her until her 12th (I think) birthday. She learns to love her uncle as a friend, but he is teased and ridiculed by many people for being "different". Eventually, Hattie comes to understand how much Uncle Adam means to her, and what he meant by,
”You’re a person who can lift the Corners of the universe". I highly recommend this book to you.
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
