Research Starts with Inquiry
After exploring some background information about your interest or subject, develop three research questions.

When developing research questions, ask:

1.  Is the answer to your question a simple “yes” or a “no” answer?

2. Is the answer a list of facts, a definition, or steps to a process?

If you answer “no” to the questions above and your questions promote discussion and are meaningful and deep, you have developed good research questions.
