Whenever you are doing research, you must give credit to the sources you use. That includes any photograph or pictures found on the Internet.  Include your list, called a "Bibliography" or a "Works Cited Page," at the end of your paper or presentation.  By doing this, you give credit to those who helped you with your research.  

There is a format (MLA) we use to do this correctly and uniformly. You can find a copy of this form, with examples, on the LaGrange Middle School Library Webpage under “citing sources” and under “research.”  The “works cited” page is always double-spaced; use Times New Roman, size 12 font.

Even better, use our subscription NoodleTools to help build your works cited page.  Noodletools keeps up with the latest changes and allows you to keep your work for as long as you have an account.  You will find the correct URL under “Great Sites” and under “Database Links.” Ask Mrs. Herr if you’ve forgotten your password or if you need help setting up an account. Also, most of the databases we use will include the information you will need for your works cited page.
