FINAL SPEAKING EXAMINATION

French 2

The first part of the Final Examination is the Oral Section.  It will be administered to students individually before the writing, listening and reading parts, which will be during the last week of classes this year.  Each of the two parts of the Oral Section is worth 10 points creating a total of 20 points.
PART A  The average of your five in-class speeches throughout the year will be converted and worth a total of 10% of your final exam grade.   
PART B  This portion of the final exam is a conversation that is worth a total of 10 points.  Your score will be based on your performance in a conversation with your teacher about one of the following situations chosen AT RANDOM on the day of your oral exam.  In each situation your teacher will tell you the part that he/she will play in the situation, so that you will know how to address that person.  Be sure to use the correct “you” in French.  (Tu vs. Vous)  In order to earn full credit, sentences must be “Level 2” sentences containing two verbs and must utilize the particular vocabulary of that topic.  A “level 1” sentence, although correct, will earn no more than 1 point.  
Example:
Level 1 sentence – I always wash the dishes.
(1 point)

Level 2 sentence – I always wash the dishes and clear the table after 
    dinner.  (2 points)

FINAL EXAMINATION CONVERSATIONS:

1. I am your friend.  You call me on the phone and invite me to go shopping.  You start the conversation.

2. I am a sales clerk at a store in Mexico.  You need some help in my store.  I will start the conversation.

3. I am a resident of San José, Costa Rica.  You are visiting my city and you need to go to the train station.  You start the conversation. 


4. I am your friend.  We are at the beach and it starts to rain.  We discuss what we are going to do.  I will start the conversation.

5. I am your host parent in Argentina.  You want to help with the household chores.  You start the conversation.  

6. I am your friend.  We had plans for Sunday, but you must change them.  You start the conversation.

7. I am your friend.  Your birthday is a few weeks away.  We will discuss plans to celebrate your birthday.  You start the conversation.

8. I am your host parent in Spain.  You have just found out that your family will visit you during a holiday. You start the conversation.

9. I am your host parent in Puerto Rico.  There is only one bathroom in the house.  We will discuss your morning routine to coordinate schedules.  I start the conversation.
