O:       error in accent, gender, or spelling

X:       omit this letter or word

^:        something is missing, i.e. a preposition, conjunction, etc.

agr:     agreement is needed, e.g. adjective with noun

angl:   anglicism - this is an English construction or word

awk:   awkward construction - rethink your idea and reword it

md:     incorrect mood of verb, e.g. you may need the subjunctive

ord:    order of words needs to be changed

art:     incorrect article or one is needed

prep:   incorrect preposition or one is needed

pron:  incorrect pronoun or one is needed

 VF:   verb form is wrong, e.g. verb doesn't agree with subject or is spelled incorrectly

VT:    verb tense is wrong

WV:   wrong verb to express this idea or you need "être" instead of "avoir" or vice versa

WW:  wrong word (s) to express this idea, "faux amis", etc.

SP:     incorrect spelling
