Les règles de la classe

1. Arrivez à l'heure.

4. dictionnaire français-anglais
Tests/Quizzes/Projects

1. A test or quiz will be given at least once a week. It may be written or oral, and may include reading/listening selections. Various projects will be assigned throughout the year as well, and you will work in pairs or groups often. All are worth 100 points. Late projects & writing assignments will be graded as follows: 1day late – 10, 2 days late – 20, 3 days late -30. It will not be accepted after the third day.
2. If you are absent the day before a test, you will still be required to take the test on the assigned day, since I generally announce tests several days in advance & they are posted on my Teacherweb page.
3. If you are legally absent on the day of a test, you will make it up upon your return to school, either during a free period, lunch, or after school. 

Homework/Participation

1. Homework is assigned everyday in the form of written work, reading, or studying. There will be a standing assignment to read over notes and vocabulary every night. Homework is checked daily, and sometimes collected and graded. I will not accept late homework because we will correct and go over it the next day. Homework is posted each day on my Teacherweb page. Students must visit http://teacherweb.com/ny/arlington/mrsmcandrew daily for homework, handouts, etc. I will not accept excuses for missing work. If for some reason you cannot visit this site (no computer/internet access, etc.), a parent/guardian must contact me by phone, e-mail, or in writing to discuss alternative assignments.
2. You will be given a grade for homework/participation each quarter. Every time you miss an assignment, points will be deducted from this grade. I will also deduct points for incomplete assignments. Participation includes being present and on time for class, having completed homework and necessary materials, and taking an active role in all classroom activities in an acceptable manner. 
3. If you are absent, it is your responsibility to find out what you missed. You are required to make up all assignments and tests missed due to absence. I will write the homework on the board daily and post it (as well as upcoming tests and projects) on teacherweb.com. I strongly encourage you to write down your homework/projects/ tests/etc. in an assignment pad. 
This is a French class. Therefore, you will read, write, listen, and speak in French. You are expected to communicate in French & will be graded accordingly. I ask that you treat me, and all others, including substitute teachers, with courtesy and respect at all times.
Learning a language is a long and lengthy process. It doesn't happen overnight.  Studying and doing your homework everyday will reinforce what was previously learned. When you make a mistake, learn from it. Ask questions. Do your personal best.
