WHAT  DOES  IT  MEAN???????

VISUAL LEARNERS

These students learn best by seeing or reading.  It makes it much easier for you if you copy notes from a board rather than a teacher lecture.  You need to see everything to understand better.  Constant written repetition is a good way for you to memorize.  Even picture association can improve your learning.  

AUDITORY LEARNERS

These students benefit from listening.  They have super listening comprehension skills.  You understand more if someone reads to you, or tells you directions.  When studying, you would benefit from talking to yourself, or saying things over and over.  

KINESTHETIC LEARNERS

These students like to be involved in the learning process.  You are “hands on” oriented.  Games and manipulative objects catch your attention and ease your learning process.  If you have the opportunity to do a project or a report, you usually opt for the project.  

The most important thing to remember is that you have a major and a minor learning style.  You need to utilize both of these when in a classroom and when studying to make the most out of your experience.

(V) Write the French in one column and the English in another.  Fold the paper long ways down the middle and now you have a quick way to quiz yourself.

(A) Cover either the English side or the French side with your hand and say the words out loud.

(K) Write the vocabulary word 3 or 4 times in a row.

(V) Write the whole conjugation of the verb in your notebook

Continuously say a subject with the correct verb form

Write different subjects on cards (10) and all verb forms on slips of paper.  Match the subject and verb.

Make verb cubes out of small Kleenex boxes.  Write subject pronouns on one cube and different infinitives on another cube.  Roll both cubes and give the correct form of the verb based on the subject rolled.   (V) can adapt by writing out your answer.
